	Chapter Expectations
	We will attempt to cover all 15 chapters in our Hockenbury and Hockenbury textbook.  Students can expect a chapter exam and quiz each chapter.  Each test and quiz will vary in point value. Periodically, students will receive assignments but the majority of students’ grades will be determined by quizzes and tests.  You will be expected to log on and create a personal password.  You will need an email address. 

Each student will complete 2 major projects during the semester based on a selected chapter and topic.



	Student Expectations
	As students enrolled in a college-level class the expectation is that you realize that we will not discuss all material in detail in each chapter but you will be responsible for all material.  Late work is unacceptable at this level.  Late assignments will earn a maximum of 50% after 1 day and 0% any day after that (no late work after one day).  Any research project turned in late will be assessed a 10% penalty per every day it is late. ANY STUDENT THAT IS CAUGHT CHEATING ON AN EXAM, TEST OR PROJECT WILL RECEIVE A “0” FOR THAT GRADE AND BE SUBJECT TO OTHER CONSEQUENCES.

	Community Service
	Each student enrolled in Psychology 111 will be required to perform 18 hours of community service in health-related fields. 	Attendance Policy
